Applications:

Applications must be made on the form provided and will be received by mail only. Applications must be completed in
full including arts and crafts listing, prices, and vendor fees by June 11, 2010. Acceptance of each application is at the
discretion of the City Lights Downtown Festival. Space is limited so please return your application promptly.

Optional Pictures:

Applications can be submitted with pictures including the (1) Artist (exhibitor) at work, (2) booth presentation (set-up),
and (3) close-up photos showing representation of items included on the application. All photos become the property of
the City Lights Downtown Festival and will not be returned. Photos are not required but assist in review of applications.

Arts and Crafts:

To avoid duplication among vendors, the City Lights Downtown Festival may omit some items from your list. You may
only sell items approved from your list. Deviation from items as listed on your application could result in the closing of
your booth.

Booth Setup and Operation:

Vendor booth setup times are Saturday from 6:00 a.m. —8:00 a.m. All vendors must check-in prior to set up. Packets will
be sent to you prior to festival with space assignments and additional instructions.

You must provide all furnishings and tools to set up. No motor homes, RVs, or similar sized vehicles are allowed in the
festival area. No vehicles are allowed to stay in the festival area during festival hours.

Booths must be open for business by 8:00 a.m. and may not close before 5:00 p.m. There are activities beginning at 8:00
a.m. on Saturday through fireworks at dusk.

Interpretation and Violation:

Any points not covered above or elsewhere are subject to settlement by management. Any violation of these rules and
regulations by any exhibitor may void the agreement for booth space, and such exhibitor could forefeet all moneys which
have been paid. The Commerce Downtown Development Authority reserves the right to terminate the agreement for
booth space. Written notice to terminate the agreement is not required.

2010 City Lights Downtown Festival: Arts and Crafts Vendor Regulations and Contract

1. A vendor fee of $30 by June 11, 2010 is to be returned with this contract and the vendor fee must be
paid in full before you are allowed to set-up.

2. A representative from each vendor must check-in upon arrival to Spencer Park BEFORE your booth is
set up. Check in: Located at the Commerce Downtown Development Authority Office (if location
changes, a sign will be posted and/or you will be notified through the mail. Check-in will be Saturday,
June 26t between 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.

3. Set-up may begin, once checked in, as early as 6:00 a.m. and all vendors must be completely set up and
ready to open for business no later than 8:00 a.m. on Saturday, June 26, 2010.

4. The Festival closes after the fireworks at dusk on Saturday, June 26, 2010. Booths may not close before
5:00 p.m. Vendors may move out anytime thereafter, but must be gone by 11:59 p.m. on 06/26/10.

5. All vendors are subject to a jury process and reference check. Entry may be denied without reason.

6. The Commerce Downtown Development Authority will assign vendor location and will be final.

7. Vendors may only sell items approved by Commerce Downtown Development Authority. Only items
that you list and that are approved prior to festival will be permitted to be sold. Be sure and list ALL
products and prices that will be sold from your facility.

8. “Sp&N-Pops” (noise makers thrown against solid surfac:e
not be allowed for sale.

9. Vendors will keep the area around the facility clean and free of trash.

10. No refunds of vendor fees will be given for any reason.

During the Festival, should there be any problems or concerns, they should be addressed to Denise McKay,
Event Coordinator. Please do not ask city employees or volunteers. They will not know the answers or
provide solutions.
